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Whew! I’ve registered! Now what happens?

What’s the Board doing?

Immediately after the last registration date, our Region Board begins the process of recruiting coaches and putting the teams together for the upcoming season. When this is completed, the uniforms will be ordered and the coaches will be notified.

When do coaches get their teams?

Coaches should expect to receive their team rosters in late July. Practices start after Aug. 1.
When do the players get called?

The coaches will call the players usually in late July. They will give you all the information you will need in regards to practice times and location. Each coach sets his/her own practice days, time and location. Practices can be held at various parks and schools in the area.
It’s after Aug. 1, and I have not heard from my child’s coach ​ — What do I do?

Please do not panic if you see teams practicing and your child has not been called. Not all teams begin practice at the same time. The very young teams, in particular, often begin practice closer to the start of the season. Also, some coaches may be out of town. If your child has not been called by August 5th, please send an email to the division coordinator for your child’s division. The list of division coordinators can be found at www.ayso678.org/board or you may leave a message at 661-877-4610.

What else does my child need?

The registration fee includes: complete uniform (jersey, shorts, socks) supplemental accident insurance, team and individual pictures.

In addition, you must have shin guards, a soccer ball (size depends on age) and a water bottle. Soccer cleats are strongly encouraged but tennis shoes are acceptable.

How often are practices and games?

Practices are determined by the coach, but one or two practices a week should be expected (field and times to be determined by your child’s coach). Games will be on Saturdays (and Sundays for U16-19) with the first game planned on September 8th.  Games will be held at:
U5 – U6: Old Orchard
U7 – U8: Peachland Elementary
U10 – U14: tbc
U16 – U19: Various sites

New players to Region 678?
Any new players to the region in the U10-U19 age divisions must be rated. Tryout dates will be held in late May or early June. These ratings are used to ensure that we create balanced teams, which is one of the basic principles of every AYSO region.
Wait List?

Our Wait List begins after registration closes on May 31st. Any player wishing to register after that date is placed on a Wait List and invited to register if spots become available. Children whose parents which to coach or become referees will be given priority. You can be added to the Wait List at www.ayso678.org after May 31st.

Refund? 
Players withdrawing prior to May 31st will be issued a full refund. Less $20 from June 1st - June 30th. Less 50% from July 1st - July 31st. No refunds after August 1st. NOTE: Refund requests must be in writing and mailed to the PO Box listed below or emailed to registrar@ayso678.org and should include the child and parent’s names and contact telephone.
